However,
SAT/ACT score is not required for admission application to Chinese, Malay and Tamil programmes.

Full-Time Undergraduate Programmes:
All applicants holding international qualifications must submit either SAT or ACT score (obtained in the last 5 years up to
the programme application year) for consideration.

Applicants holding international qualifications and where English is not the medium of instruction are required to submit
an |IELTS (Academic) score of 6.5, or TOEFL score (internet-based) of 85, or MUET* (Malaysian University English Test)
score of Band 4.0, or a PTE Academic score of 58, or a C1 Advanced score of 180. All test scores (IELTS / TOEFL / PTE
Academic / C1 Advanced) must be obtained within the last 2 years at point of admission.

*MUET test scores must be obtained within the last 5 years at point of admission.

Law Programmes:

Applicants holding international qualifications must submit either SAT or ACT score (obtained in the last 5 years up to the

programme application year) for consideration.

Applicants applying for Law programmes must submit LNAT score (obtained in the last 1 year) for consideration.
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
